Because they employ controlled, double-blind
standards (to use the jargon of experimental science) ,
the positive results are not easily attributable to suggestion,
expectation, or positive thinking — studies involve lower
life forms (bacteria, fungi, yeast, cells of various sorts,
enzymes, seeds and plants, rats, mice, and so on) also rules
out place-type explanations, because these lower organisms

Do Prayers Heal?

British scientists first attempted to measure the
effectiveness of distant prayer on healing more than a
century ago. But because medical journals showed little
interest in the studies of prayer, much of the research

“appeared in obscure parapsychology publications and most
physicians did not know its existence until recent years?

The first prayer study to appear in a respected medical
journal was published in 1988 by American researcher,

~cardiologist Dr. Randolph Byrd at San Francisco General
Hospital. He enlisted praying persons from across the United
‘States to pray for roughly half of 393 individuals admitted
to the coronary care unit with either actual heart attacks
or severe chest pain.

In the double-blind, controlled experiment— neither

the patients nor the physicians and nurses knew who were

Nobel physicist Brian Josephson, of Cambridge
